Formerly, | was the Interfaith Chaplain at
Sunnyview Hospital for a period of eight years, and personally interacted with the
families whose loved ones were long-term patients at Sunnyview, and who simply
could not afford appropriate housing during the time of their trials which could be
for long periods of time.
